SECTION 6:
THE MULTIPLICATION PRINCIPLE

Once you have applied these disciplines to your own life and are consistently living them out
it is time to look to pass them on to others who will in turn be able to do the same. This
principle of multiplication is found in 2 Tim 2:2 where Paul says to Timothy

‘You have heard me teach many things that have been confirmed by many reliable
witnesses. Teach these great truths to trustworthy people who are able to pass them on
to others’. 2 Tim 2:2

The model below reveals how powerful this principle of multiplication can be. It shows the
effect of 1 evangelist training and equipping another Christian to share the Gospel over a 12
month period and then discipling that person to train someone else. The existing evangelisers
need only train one other Christian each over the following 12 month period for the process
to continue. The outcome is staggering!
